Planting Strategy
The planting palette developed for Fenwick Place is intended 
to reflect the proximity of this space to the Riverside Park to 
the south, with grasses used in combination with herbaceous 
plants to provide a ‘riparian’ and flowing character to the 
planted areas.

Tree species have been selected to provide interest through 
out the year, providing architectural form in the winter, spring 
blossom, interesting leaf form in the summer, and attractive 
autumn colour. 

Trees have been selected to provide a light and open canopy 
to allow filtered views to the Shopping Centre behind.

The planting has a robust underlying matrix of deciduous 
and evergreen grasses to provide year-round interest and 
structure. 

Evergreen shrubs will provide year round structure whilst 
herbaceous ornamental planting will provide vibrant spikes 
of colour, set amongst ornamental grasses which can be 
left to overwinter and provide valuable wildlife habitat. By 
maintaining a relatively simple colour palette, we intend to 
maximise the species for a long season of interest which 
functions well throughout the year-round shopping period.
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
